School bullying and violence in schools violates
learners' constitutional right to freedom and security of
the person, which includes the right to be free from all
forms of violence.

What church members can do about bullying at
schools?

Aknowledge the problem

Know bullying and also know what it is not.
Concentrate on warning signs

Emphasize empathy

Encourage kids to find activities they enjoy.
Support anti-bullying campaigns

Parents’ roles.

Parents, similarly, have a responsibility to ensure that
their child is respectful of others, knowing the
difference between respecting a person and
respecting the views which they hold. The former is
essential in a strong community — the latter is not. It is
in understanding that a person can be respected
without agreeing with their belief that students can
learn to disagree well.

Issue of drugs and lack of counselling services
were discussed with the boys: The use of drugs and
other substances like nyaope.

Vuyokazi Mpela a Legal Advisor at Legal and Tax on
her article describes bullying as a worrying trend and
that was confirmed by recent studies, and she further
explained that more than 58% of South African school-
goers have experienced some form of bullying and she
mentioned cyberbullying, which has become
increasingly prevalent.

During the conference Evangelist P. Mogodi shared
an information with the Boy Child that cyberbullying
also happens on social media.
